Dear Parent/Guardian

This booklet contains information about the internally assessable elements of national courses.  

These are normally referred to as NABs (National Assessment Bank), which are an integral part of any national course.  The number and frequency of NABs varies across the range of subjects on offer.  Candidates must pass each NAB in order to gain a final qualification after the external examination in May/June.

It should be noted that NABs assess at a basic level and that candidates would be unwise to assume that, once NABs are passed, the external examination will be plain sailing!  Candidates, who gain NAB passes but fail the external examination, are awarded UNIT passes rather than the full qualification.

Candidates have two opportunities to pass each NAB.  In the case of first time failure, parents/guardians are informed by letter, notifying the date of the re-sit.   In the event of a candidate failing a second time, a decision is made as to whether the candidate needs to change the level at which he/she is studying that particular subject.
